Agenda for the day was approved 
Reports from each campus’ preliminary accreditation visit and core inquiries received included:
ARC - four core inquiries for the campus and two for the district. 

· Institutional set standards in the process that happens when they are not met.

· Total cost of ownership from a facilities perspective - how do we account for the total cost of ownership over the lifecycle of the building

· A commendation in the making about their Student design team and the feedback they’ve created with their students. 

· DE and substantive interaction and ensuring that SLO‘s are on syllabi. 

The two related to the district were:  (1) how the board ensures a regular cycle of review of its board policies and revises the policies as necessary and (2) specific delineation of the rules and responsibilities between district level governance and college level governance and the interface between both.  The DO Core Inquiries will be drafted by district office led by Nye. The documents will be shared with the DACC for feedback.
CRC - five core inquiries received:  

· How the college uses assessment data and organizes its planning to improve student learning and how disaggregated data is used in program review.

· the process by which the college evaluates all personnel systematically and at established intervals.

· How the college’s fiscal planning supports institutional planning and how long range planning informs short range plans to ensure financial stability.

· How the college considers and supports the Elk Grove Center in their facility planning and maintenance effort. 

· The opt-out scheduling is implemented in the guided pathway to ensure students complete their program in a timely manner. 

FLC – two core inquiries received:  

· both related how data is used in the planning processes and how they close the loop for resource allocation. 
SCC – four core inquiries received. 

· The cycle of review for their institutional handbooks and processes.

· Regarding regular and substantive interaction. 

· Learning outcomes both instructional, student services snd administrative unit outcomes are they staying up-to-date with their regular assessment cycle? How are outcome assessment results used to improve areas 

· Focusing on the evaluation of professional development. Also in the area of timely evaluations of employees.  It was noted that this one might have some district responsibility overlap   
How will the district inquiries be handled?  The one related to board policy review will not be difficult to document.  
Folsom plans to have a draft response by mid April. Sac City hopes to have an initial draft of the evidence before the end of the semester. It was noted we will have our drafts done, however they are not due to the teams until two weeks before their actual visit. CRC plans to have their draft done by May 12 prior to the end of the semester to ensure that faculty can provide their input before they go off contract.   Submissions of the reports to the board will be coordinated. No action is required on behalf of the board.  There is no requirement that this information be shared widely.  Focus site visits will happen the week of October 10. 
The co-chair encouraged everyone to participate on a future ACCJC accreditation team.
